For the past
thirteen years, | have attended
Rural Chapel U.M.C. The church
family has truly become my family;
and | have no idea where | would be
in life without the congregation.
Some of the closest people in my
life | have met at Rural Chapel—
from my “second moms” to my “little
sisters.” This place is not just a
church but a home to me.

| remember when | first got my
license | realized | no longer had
to rely on my mom to go to church.
